The Chair introduced the Petitioner’s request to review the non-conforming Sign Ordinance and allow the use of the existing pole sign, located in fron tof 2981 Madison Avenue.  The proposed sign will have new facing. District Zoned B-1

Laurie Stoppekotte manager for Linda Fussell State Farm Insuarance came forth, introduced herself and stated State Farm is requesting to use existing pole sign and only change the plastic sign facing, due to State Farm changing their logo through out the world.  Laurie Stoppekotte stated sign and pole is 15 ft and approximately 30 X 48.  Sign was installed in 1982. 

Discussion followed.  Laurie Stoppekotte  is concerned about damage to sign due to high pedestrian traffic if they are required to replace the existing sign.  Sharon Ryan asked how high a sign can be.  The Zoning Administrator commented: maximum is 7ft high to top of sign.  Sharon Ryan asked The Zoning Administrator how does he feel about the sign.  Zoning Administrator  commented 
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saying he has received a few calls from the surrounding neighbors and they did not care and would rather see a monument sign but however would not mind to just change the facing.
