The residence does have a one car garage which is used for his wife’s vehicle.
Discussion followed.  The Petitioner responded to Board member questions stating the carport will be open, with 6 X 6 vinyl coated shingles, constructed to be the same pitch as the roof on the house.  The posts will be 1 foot back from the 20 foot front side line.  The carport will have guttering, flat roof, following the line of gable roof and the columns will be wrapped.  The contractor is from Brighton, Illinois. 
The Chairman stated no one was present to oppose the variance request.  A Motion was made by Doug Conrad and seconded by Debbie Smith to allow the 5 foot variance. Roll call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
