			A request to allow a four and one half (4 ½ ) foot variance to construct a 20 x 			22 foot attached garage to the existing home. 
			In a District Zoned R-2 Single Family Residential.

Mr. Heider related that he is handicap, using a wheel chair, he is requesting to attach a 20 x 22 foot garage to the existing home to aid him in getting in and out of his vehicle during inclement weather.  With the existing carport he is not able to use his wheel chair to exit his home and get in his vehicle safely.  The garage would allow him to have a ramp on the interior of the home, plus enough space to open the vehicle doors to enter or exit the vehicle safely.  Mr. Heider present drawing of the proposed garage and figures indicating the size and the distance from the neighboring property.  He related that he had the property surveyed and the actual distance, once the garage would be built, would be nineteen (19) inches from the property line, not eleven (11), as indicated on the drawing.  The drawing and figures presented were entered into the file.   

The Chair called for questions, comments or concerns.  None voiced.  She also noted that no one was in the audience to either agree or disagree with the Petition.
