M I N U T E S

The Granite City Board of Appeals met on Wednesday, April 1, 2009.  Chairman Alan Milton called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.

The Chair introduced, then swore in the Petitioner, Krystal Anderson, 2137 Missouri Avenue and explained to her the Board is a recommending body to the City Council and the final determination will be made by them.  A motion to approve the Minutes from the previous meeting and the Agenda was made by Sam Akeman and seconded by Douglas Conrad.  Motion carried.

Ms. Anderson presented testimony for her request to construct a privacy fence on the corner of 21st and Missouri Avenue.  She stated she would like to amend her original petition from one ft. to a three ft. fence variance.  The proposed fence is a six foot privacy fence; the location will neither impede access to her driveway nor her garage.  She stated the fence will not affect or obstruct visibility for street traffic. 
The variance request affects approximately 30 ft. from the back of the house to the front of the garage.    
The Chairman called for additional questions or comments.  None were voiced and no one was present at the Hearing to protest the request.  No further discussion.

A motion to approve the Petitioner’s request for a 3 ft.variance was made by Debbie Smith and seconded by Sam Akeman.  Roll Call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
