GRAPHIC REVIEW BOARD

The Special Meeting of the Graphic Review Board met on Thursday, April 18, 2013.  Chairman John Janek called the meeting to Order at 6:00 PM.

PLEDGE, SWEAR-IN & COMMENTS
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and those present in the audience were sworn in.  Following the welcoming remarks, the Chair stated the Graphic Review Board is a recommending body to the City Council and the Council will make a final determination at their next meeting scheduled on May 7, 2013.

MINUTES & AGENDA
A motion to approve the Minutes from the previous meeting (May 3rd 2012) and this evening’s Agenda was made by Sam Akeman and seconded by Andy Mathes.

The Chair introduced the petition.  A variance request for a zero setback allowance to permit 
the existing pole sign be relocated closer to Nameoki Road; and lower the sign height from 20 ft. 
to 17 ft. 

Bob Williams, representative of Yount Signs, stated his address is 2002 Woodson Road, St. Louis, Missouri.  His firm is contracted with Midwest Petroleum to move the sign, and lower it, inasmuch as visibility is no longer as great as it used to be due to the new overpass (see Attachments “A” and “B” copies available upon request).   

Discussion followed.  Sam Akeman asked if the new relocation is on State of Illinois property (easement).  Mr. Yount replied, no, it was not and reference was made to the prints by Juneau
& Associates, Consulting Engineers for the City of Granite City (Attachment “C”, copy available upon request).   The petitioner stated the sign will not impede with the proximity of a fire hydrant
as shown in the color photo in Attachment A.  The Chair called for further discussion, none voiced.

MOTION by Sam Akeman and seconded by Andy Mathes to approve the Petition to relocate the sign and allow the height to be lowered to 17 foot.     Roll Call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

The Chair introduced the second Petition.  A request for a variance to approve a L.E.D. monochrome message board on the existing pole sign and to allow the bottom of the sign to 
be 10 ft. from the ground.

The Zoning Administrator distributed copies of an  Agreement for Exchange for Real Estate  dated the 25th day of February 2005, between the City of Granite City and Earl C. Buenger, President of O’Brien Tire & Battery Service Center, Incorporated.   Mr. Willaredt called attention to page 4,
Section III Post Closing and more specifically referred to Section 3.4 which granted installation of 
a message graphics sign (Attachment “D”  copy available upon request). 

Scott Buenger introduced himself, stating his home address is 2633 Benton Street.  He said the request is what the Chairman had stated.  He believes the advertisement on the message board will increase their business. 

Mr. Buenger stated the existing “Bridgestone” sign will remain, it has been there for thirty or forty years.  The L.E.D. monochrome message board will be added to the existing sign.  The Chair called for questions or concerns.  No further discussion.

MOTION by Andy Mathes and seconded by Sam Akeman  to approve the Petition and allow a monochrome message board on the existing pole sign with the bottom of the sign to be 10 ft. from 
the ground.    Roll call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.
