Minutes

April 28, 2009
CALL TO ORDER
The meeting of the HARC Board of Directors was called to Order on April 28, 2009 at 6:00 PM.

Attorney Laura Andrews requested today’s Minutes reflect all members are present, and then requested the committee  dispense with the reading of the Minutes from the previous meeting because there were no minutes; the meeting was conducted as a forum.

Also present were: Laura Andrews - Assistant City Attorney, Jon Ferry - Economic Development Director and Steve Willaredt -  Administrator, Planing, Zoning & Inspections.

MOTION by Hill and seconded by Laboray to note all members are present and to dispense of Minutes from previous meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
The determination that, Pursuant to Section 15-230 ( C ), the Zoning Administrator may appoint, at his discretion,  a secretary for HARC.  

DISCUSSION
The Chair began the meeting with a review of Section 15-20 Permitted Uses and the goals of this Board.  The goal is to establish a district with focus on aesthetics rather than money making enterprises, such as a 7-11 convenience store.  The core will focus on arts/entertainment and will be geared toward the young adult, educated, populace.  

Eric Hill has been in contact with a group in St. Charles, Missouri who were instrumental with establishment of their historical 5 districts.  This Board has been invited to St. Charles for a hands-on tour and review of their process.

Jon Ferry answered questions on the City’s plan of action.  He stated the City is presently buying buildings and has  entered into an agreement with GCS Credit Union for funding. The Credit Union will help businesses get off the ground by offering a line of credit up to $500,000.00 for establishment in the downtown area with special terms for low interest rates and a 300% loan devalue ratio.

Another incentive is the city is willing to sell a building or a location at a very low cost, with the stipulation the business will be up and ready to open within a six month to a year time frame.  Additionally, the downtown area is located within the “Enterprise Zone” which offers sales tax credits for building expenses.

Further discussion followed concerning the Certificate of Appropriations and the Chair stated the layout that was presented would require some changes.  An example; there are no provisions for businesses unless they are on the approved list and to appeal for a variance would take up to six weeks for final approval.  Most agreed that would take too much time and the business would likely find another location.    

Laura (Assistant City Attorney) entertained a Motion to Amend Uses for the Upper and Lower Levels in the Arts and Entertainment District under 15-320, the whole of  D-1. 

MOTION by Terry Pierce and seconded by Paula Hagnauer to approve what the Board did NOT want  in the district on ground floor level.  The “No’s” are as follows:
