M I N U T E S

June 3, 2009
The Granite City Board of Appeals met on Wednesday, June 3, 2009.  Acting Chair Sam Akeman called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.

Members Present:  Sam Akeman, Debbie Smith, Kayleen Johnston, Evelyn Harris and    Douglas Conrad.  Excused absence Alan Milton.   Also present were Aldermen: Jim Smith and Dan McDowell. 

The Chair introduced, then swore-in the Petitioner, Douglas Smith, 2210 State Street, and explained to him the Board is a recommending body to the City Council and the final determination will be made by the Council at their next meeting scheduled on June 16, 2009.  A motion to approve the Minutes from the previous meeting and the Agenda was made by Debbie Smith and seconded by Douglas Conrad.  Motion carried.

Mr. Smith presented testimony for his request to construct a new garage with variance approval on the east and south sides of the property and a 5.6% increase to the allowable building coverage. He stated he would like the proposed (vinyl sided) garage for his new truck and to use for storage.  The existing wood shed would be removed, the Petitioner asked Steve Willaredt, Zoning Administrator, if he could give it to one of his neighbors.  The Administrator answered, no problem, as long as the shed is not metal. 
The Administrator then referred to the proposed sketch of the site plan and stated request number one is not necessary because he is allowed to go all the way to the property line on the east side (alley).  Additionally, he saw no problem with the overage for the allowable building coverage.  Dan McDowell, Ward Alderman, approved of the plan and of the renovations made to that property.  No one was present to oppose the Petition.
MOTION to approve the Petitioner’s request for a 3 ft.variance on south side and 5.6 % increase for allowable building coverage was made by Douglas Conrad and seconded by Kayleen Johnston.  Roll call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 

The Chairman stated the recommendation will go to the City Council for final passage at the next Council meeting.  No further business.  A motion to adjourn was made by Sam Akeman and seconded by Evelyn Harris.  Motion Carried.
