The Granite City Board of Appeals met on Wednesday, June 4, 2014.  Acting Chair, Kitty Reither,  
called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.     

WELCOME 
The Acting Chair welcomed everyone and began by introducing the Mayor’s newly appointed Board Member, Victoria Mertz.

COMMENTS

			6 ft. front setback variance for construction of a gable roof over porch

The Petitioner came forth and stated she is here for a variance.  She said if the proposal is approved, the gable roof will improve the look of her property.  She believes the porch roof will enhance her home and that it will be a very nice addition.

Board member Mike Fultz stated there are at least three properties in her neighborhood with the same type of gabled front porch roofs; it is likely the property owners had to petition for a variance as well.

Discussion followed.  The Administrator explained the rendering is a side view of the open air porch covering (Attachment A).  Mr. Willaredt stated he concurs with Mike Fultz, that there are other properties that have been allowed to construct the same type of porch cover and he foresees no problem with the request.  He also noted that no one was in the audience to either agree or disagree with the Petition.

MOTION by Kitty Reither and seconded by Mike Fultz to grant the 6 ft. front setback variance allowing for the construction of an open air, gabled roof, over the front porch.  Roll call vote.  All ayes.
Motion carried by unanimous consent.
