BOARD OF APPEALS

M I N U T E S

The Granite City Board of Appeals met on Wednesday, July 2, 2008.  The Chairman, 

Alan Milton, called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.

Members Present:  Sam Akeman, Debbie Smith, Douglas Conrad, Kayleen Johnston, Evelyn Harris and Alan Milton.  Excused absence: Derek Mangiaracino.   Also present: Alderman Jim Smith (Ward 4).

The Chairman stated the Board of Appeals is a recommending body to the City Council and the final determination of the Petition will be decided by them at their next scheduled meeting on July 15, 2008. 

A motion to approve the Agenda was made by Sam Akeman and seconded by Debbie Smith.  Motion Carried.

Petitioner, Robert J. Pritchard was introduced, sworn in and asked to give testimony.  He stated he is the owner of property located at 3000 Wayne Avenue and is requesting a 2 ½ ft. variance on the north side of his property for construction of a new garage in an area zoned R-2.  

Discussion followed.   Mr. Pritchard stated the site for the new garage, on the north side of the house, between his house  and his mother’s house next door, is his location of choice because he plans to eventually  construct a room addition and build a deck in the back.  This explained why the garage was not going to be built utilizing an existing driveway that runs parallel to the back of his home.   He testified he will install two hour fire-rated drywall on the garage and on the adjacent side of his mother’s house. The garage will have guttering.  

No one was present to oppose the variance request.  Motion by Debbie Smith and seconded by Doug Conrad to approve the request for a 2 ½ ft. variance on the north side of property line for construction of new garage.  Construction will include guttering for the garage and a two hour fire-rated drywall for both the garage and side of his mother’s home adjacent to the garage.

Roll Call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
The Chairman stated the Board approved and the variance request will be presented to the City Council for final passage at their next scheduled meeting, July 15, 2008.
