The Granite City Board of Appeals met on Wednesday, July 2, 2014.  Chairman Sam Akeman called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.     

WELCOME 
The Chairman, Sam Akeman, welcomed everyone and began the meeting by requesting Roll Call.  

ROLL CALL
Members Present:  Sam Akeman, Kitty Reither, Michael Fultz. Bart Mercer and Victoria Mertz.  Also present:   Zoning Administrator Steve Willaredt.  Excused absence:  Andy Raines.

COMMENTS
The Chairman read a resignation letter received from Kayleen Johnston (Attachment A, copy available upon request).  Kayleen thanked everyone for the opportunity to work with the Board of Appeals and cited work related issues and the move to Pontoon Beach as reasons for termination.
MOTION to place on file the letter from Kayleen was made by Kitty Reither and seconded by Vickie Mertz.  Voice Vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

The Chair explained to the Petitioners the Board of Appeals is a recommending body to the City Council and the Council will have the final determination at their next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on 
July 15, 2014.  He then asked the Petitioners to stand and they were sworn in.

PETITIONER (1):  	Tina Patterson

			Request for zero front setback variance to allow for a
			fence extension to connect to the existing fence.

The Zoning Administrator displayed photos of a panoramic frontal view of Mrs. Patterson’s property.  The Petitioner came forth and explained to the Board:  She had sold the vacant lot, then subsequently bought it back because of the annoying four-wheelers which were destroying the land and becoming a major nuisance. 

The Chair called for questions, comments or concerns.  None voiced.  He also noted that no one was in the audience to either agree or disagree with the Petition.

MOTION by Kitty Reither and seconded by Bart Mercer to grant the zero front setback variance and allow the front yard fence extension to connect to the existing fence.  Roll call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

PETITIONER (2):	Aleksandr Kenkovski
			2337 Waterman Avenue
			Request for 6 ft. side setback variance to allow for a
			carport to be constructed in front of the existing garage.


The Petitioner explained he would like to construct a 12x24 ft. carport in front of the existing garage for protection to his second vehicle.  Discussion followed.  The Chair asked the Zoning Administrator if the
total building coverage would exceed the maximum coverage allowed; Mr. Willaredt replied he is okay.   Kitty asked if the carport roof will have rain drainage.  The Petitioner responded,  the carport will be a lean-to type carport with guttering and a downspout.  The drainage will be buried in the ground and directed to the street, away from both his and his neighbor’s homes.  This will be an improvement for both properties.  The Chair noted neither the neighbor nor anyone else was in the audience to disagree with the Petition and the Inspections, Building and Zoning Department will follow up on the drainage issue.   No further discussion.

MOTION by Mike Fultz and seconded by Vickie Mertz to approved the Petition and allow for the 6 ft.  side setback variance request for construction of a new carport.  Roll call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.
