CALL TO ORDER
Chairman, Terry Pierce, called the meeting to Order on Tuesday, July 23, 2013, at 5:30 PM.

MINUTES 
A motion to approve the Minutes from the previous meeting (June 25, 2013) was made by Eric Hill and seconded
by Kim King.  Roll Call vote.  All ayes   Motion carried by unanimous consent.    

AGENDA
A motion to approve the Agenda for this evening’s meeting was made by Kim King and seconded by Eric Hill.
Voice vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

Karen Raines appeared and stated their family’s home address is 2414 Grand Avenue, Granite City.  Her proposal 
 is to establish a Formal Wear and Art Boutique  in the Ralph Building, located across the street from the Movie Theatre.  She stated she is a Fashion Designer & Artist with Degrees  in fashion design (New York City) and Wedding Planning (Ashworth College).   She and her family recently moved from Oklahoma back to the Midwest and chose Granite City to be their home (Andy, her husband, is from the Alton/Wood River area).  

The Petitioner distributed 16 original sketches depicting her creations of vintage and original formal designs as well as 4 vintage wear photographs.   She stated her boutique will be more artsy than, for example, locally known David’s Bridal.   Andy’s artwork will also be featured.

11). Permit will expire with change in ownership; re-application is necessary to intensify use. Yes
There was no one in the audience either for or against the Petitioner’s request.  The Chair called for further discussion.  None voiced.

MOTION by Eric Hill and seconded by Kim King to approve the establishment of the Formal Wear and Art Boutique in HARC sub-district D-1, Arts & Entertainment, as presented, with the above named stipulations
(Checklist:  1 thru 11).   Roll call vote.   All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Jon Ferry, Economic Development Director, reported the introduction to the  Form Based Code  will not require  formal HARC committee and stated he acknowledged the end result will be to come before HARC for their recommendation to the City Council.   He wished, however, members of HARC be involved in the series of meetings and asked for a preferred time frame for HARC to be included ( i.e. before, or after, the regularly scheduled HARC meetings).  The consensus of the commission was to meet following the HARC meetings.

NEW BUSINESS
The blueprint for the proposed redevelopment of the Walker Building located at 1312-1316 Niedringhaus Avenue was introduced by Laura Andrews, Assistant City Attorney; in absence of Zoning Administrator Steve Willaredt
(Attachment A, copy available upon request).  The renovation proposal is to the storefront of the building.  Discussion followed.      

MOTION to approve the Blueprint for the Walker Building was made by Eric Hill and seconded by Kim King.  Roll Call vote.   Two ayes and two noes.    Motion tied.   

Discussion continued.

MOTION by Eric Hill and seconded by Kim King to vacate the previous motion.  Roll call vote.  All ayes.
Motion carried by unanimous consent. 

MOTION by Eric Hill and seconded by Kim King to approve the Blueprint for the Walker Building, with a request to the Council for consideration  of  HARC’s recommendation that the canopy covering be of canvas or synthetic cloth (Ordinance #3818 Section 15-1400).  Roll call vote.  Three ayes and one noe.   Motion carried

No further business.  Motion to adjourn by Kim King and seconded by Henry Gabriel.  All ayes.
