CALL TO ORDER
Acting Chair, Henry Gabriel, called the meeting of the HARC Board of Directors to Order on July 28, 2009, at 6:05 PM in the absence of Chair Tim Elliot who stated he may be late due to a conflict at work.

ATTENDANCE / ROLL CALL
Members Present were:  Henry Gabriel, Eric Hill, Ron Laboray, Kim King and Terry Pierce.  Also present were:  Laura Andrews, Assistant City Attorney, Steve Willaredt, Zoning Administrator and Jon Ferry, Economic Development Director.  Arriving several minutes late was Chair Tim Elliot.  Excused absence: Paula Hagnauer.

 MINUTES
A motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting dated June 23, 2009, was made by Terry Pierce and seconded by Eric Hill.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

AGENDA
A motion to approve the Agenda for this meeting was made by Kim King and seconded by Ron Laboray.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

CHAIRMAN COMMENTS
The Chair wished to table his comments until later in the meeting.

REVIEW / Fence Ordinance
Fence Ordinance 4575 was introduced.  Open Discussion followed concerning the types of desirable fences and undesirable fences.  Henry Gabriel suggested the committee consider dividing the HARC area into three separate categories:  (1) Art district (2) Business district and (3) Residential district;  reasoning  each district, or area, may require different guidelines (i.e. fence heights, variety of fence material to be used and build lines (setbacks).  An example of an ideal fence for the Art District would be wrought iron.  An unacceptable fence, in any of the areas, would be chain link.   Steve Willaredt stated the  request and description of the fence should be included with the Petition and permit for renovation.   

Assistant City Attorney, Laura Andrews, agreed to add language to the Ordinance; specifically, The Arts and Entertainment Sub-District, Central Core D-1:  All fences shall be constructed of wrought iron.  The setback and height requirements would be determined on a case by case basis.  The remaining three districts (Commercial, Industrial & Residential) will follow the regular guidelines of the Ordinance. 

REVIEW / HARC Checklist for Special Exemption Permit
Laura distributed a draft of the checklist for review.  The Board agreed no additions or corrections were necessary.  

Motion by Terry Pierce, seconded by Ron Laboray  to approve the Draft.  Voice vote.  All ayes. 
Motion carried.

ARTICLE 15/REVIEW
Reference was made to the Draft of Article 15 (establishment /procedures of HARC).  Copies were provided (mailed) to Board  members on June 17, 2009 for their review.  The Chair recommended approval of the draft.  No corrections or additions voiced.  

Motion  by Terry Pierce and seconded by Ron Laboray to approve Article 15.   Voice Vote, all ayes.  Motion carried.  The Zoning Administrator agreed to speak with Alderpersons McDowell and Whitaker to request their committee introduce Article 15 to the City Council for final approval.

ST CHARLES TRIP / Review  
Discussion continued from previous meeting held on June 28, 2009.  Ron Laboray commented St. Charles is where we could be in ten or fifteen years.  They have made the most of their location, environment and history.  Kim King questioned the possibility of covenants and restrictions.  Laura explained that is a private contract and legally would be treated as such.  Kim reiterated the need for HARC to require restrictions.

COMMENTS BY CHAIR
The Chair noted receipt of  Paula  Hagnauer’s portfolio that was given to him by the Zoning Administrator.   He stated he would like for (1) the Portfolio (notes and ideas) combined with (2) the St. Charles Guidelines, as well as (3) Building Materials be topics on Agenda for the next meeting.

Zoning Administrator, Steve Willaredt, agreed to scan and email to members copies of Paula’s portfolio.

The next scheduled meeting will be August 11, 2009.  No further business.  Motion to adjourn made by Terry Pierce and seconded by Kim King.
