M I N U T E S
The Granite City Board of Appeals met on September 3, 2008.  Chairman Alan Milton called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.  Members Present:  Debbie Smith, Evelyn Harris, Douglas Conrad, Derek Mangiaracino, Alan Milton.  Also present were: Alderman Bill Davis, Alderman Dan McDowell and Alderman Jim Smith. The Chairman stated the Board of Appeals serves in an advisory capacity to the City Council and the Council has the final determination for the variance request.  The next scheduled Council meeting is September 16, 2008.
The Petitioners, Michael and Patricia Fultz, were sworn in by the Chairman.

A motion was made by Debbie Smith and seconded by Alan Milton to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried.  The Petitioners presented their request for a 7 ft. variance for construction of a covered front porch, 18 ft. in a 25 ft. setback.  LOP: 2540 Northbridge, Zoned R-2.   Mr. Fultz stated the front porch will add value to the property and would serve as additional protection to the front windows from the northern winds.  

The Chairman asked if there were any objections.   Alderman Bill Davis stated he has been to the location, noticed there are homes in the area with the same type of front porch structure and that he had spoke with a neighbor who had no objections.  He asked the Petitioner if the porch would be closed in.  The reply was, no, it would not be closed in.

The concrete pad is already there and they simply wanted to improve upon it.

bDebbie Smith reported the improvements to the property with installation of new gutters, soffit and facia and reiterated there are properties in the area with same type of construction.  

The Chairman asked for any more comments.  None were voiced; he called for a motion. A motion to approve the Petitioner’s request was made by Debbie Smith and seconded by Doug Conrad.
