M I N U T E S
September 2, 2009 

The Granite City Board of Appeals met on Wednesday, September 2, 2009.  Chairman Alan Milton called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.

Members Present:  Sam Akeman, Debbie Smith, Kayleen Johnston, Evelyn Harris, Douglas Conrad and Alan Milton.  Also present were Alderman Jim Smith and Steve Willaredt, Zoning Administrator.  

Motion by Debbie Smith and seconded by Alan Milton to approve the Minutes from the previous meeting and this evening’s Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

Setback Petition – 2606 Washington
The Chair introduced, then swore-in the Petitioners for Holy Family Church, Father Larry Brunette and Henry Gabriel, architect, and explained to them the Board is a recommending body to the City Council and the final determination will be made by the Council at their next meeting scheduled on September 15, 2009.  

Mr. Gabriel presented a blueprint of the proposed one story gathering area to be located on the corner of Washington and August Street.   The structure will be built around the currently existing overhang in front of the church, the flooring will be concrete and the interior masonry.  

Mr. Gabriel stated the Petition may need to be amended because the request is to allow zero setback requirements on both Washington Avenue and August Street.  Discussion followed concerning street traffic visibility.  Steve Willaredt explained both streets allow two-way traffic, there are four-way stop signs at the corners and there is No Parking allowed on August Street.  He did not believe the structure would cause visual problems with traffic.  He stated 
 the proposed gathering structure had been discussed previously with Mr. Gabriel and a request for a curb cut by the City will likely follow for handicap access as well as a drop off  area for parishioners.  No further comments or discussion.  

MOTION
A motion (as amended) by Alan Milton and seconded by Debbie Smith to allow the Petitioner a zero setback requirement on August Street and a zero setback requirement on Washington Avenue for the construction of an assembly gathering area for the congregation.  Roll call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 



 No further business.  A motion to adjourn was made by Sam Akeman and seconded by Douglas Conrad.  Motion Carried by unanimous consent.
