Minutes

CALL TO ORDER
 Acting Chair, Henry Gabriel, called the meeting of the HARC Commission to Order on September 29, 2009, at 6:00 PM.  

ATTENDANCE / ROLL CALL
Members Present were:  Henry Gabriel, Paula Hagnauer, Ron Laboray and Terry Pierce.  Also present were:  Laura Andrews (Assistant City Attorney), Jon Ferry (Economic Development Director) and Steve Willaredt (Zoning Administrator).  

Excused absences: Kim King, Tim Elliot and Eric Hill.  

 MINUTES
A motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting dated August 25, 2009, was made by Terry Pierce and seconded by Ron Laboray.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  

AGENDA
1).  Six Mile Regional Library – Window Replacement Project
Jon Ferry presented a review of the rendering and displayed aluminum color chips for consideration of   color for window trim.  Henry stated the pattern of the windows is great, the proportion and shape are good, however, all of that will disappear with use of the proposed dark brown color, that the character of the building’s architecture will be lost with any dark color.  Discussion followed.   From the variety of color chips displayed, the commission chose the color gray.

Motion by Terry Pierce and seconded by Paula  Hagnauer to recommend to the Library Board of Directors the use of the color gray.  Voice vote.   All ayes.  Motion passed by unanimous consent. 

Ron Laboray stated the reasoning for the color gray is that it seems to have a similar value as is there now, and was probably there with the origin of the building.  He asked Jon to convey to the Library Board that the picture shows the windows to be very light, that in the photograph you can see the panes; but, in actuality, at night or during the day, when it is not lit up, it will be really dark. 



2).  Revisions - HARC Informational Packet
Discussion followed concerning the formation of an informational packet with use of data contained in the “Rediscover Downtown” packet and Paula’s Research.

Henry suggested a model of the downtown area depicting buildings and what we envision downtown to be.  What we have is great, but needs to be reduced and simplified.   Jon Ferry stated he is working on obtaining funding for a Master Plan and has been in contact with Washington University for that project.    

3).  Building Materials List 
Paula Hagnauer presented two lists for review:  (a) Building Materials Prohibited and (b) Building Materials Recommended (see attachment).

The Commission was reminded (that at the previous HARC meeting) the decision was made for approval of building materials to be decided on a case by case basis.  Laura Andrews, Assistant City Attorney, suggested that it may be better to have a preferred list and for the list to be included in the Ordinance; however, Section 1400 was removed from the Ordinance when the decision was made for material approval to be  made on a case by case basis.  In order for building materials (language) to be put back into the Ordinance would require a Motion and Vote.  Henry requested the lists of recommended and prohibited materials be given to him for review.

NEW BUSINESS 
The Zoning Administrator introduced a request for signs received from Daniel Lester for property located  at 1901 State Street (old Hudson’s Pawn & Jewelry Store).  His request is for 4’ X 8’ signs advertising Lesko Appliances.   Laura stated pursuant to HARC guidelines, Section 15-1500 (page 16) all signs must be approved by HARC.  The Commission decided, based on a review of the proposed signs, to deny the request.      

Motion by Terry Pierce, against the proposed signs, seconded by Ron Laborary.  Voice vote.   All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.   This recommendation will be given to the City Council for final determination.    

OLD BUSINESS
Laura Andrews reported Article 15, with the edits discussed in August, has been presented to the City Council and is presently in Committee for approval.  Steve Willaredt agreed to check on status with the Council Committee.

No further business.    Motion to adjourn by Terry Pierce and seconded by Ron Laboray.
