CALL TO ORDER
 Acting Chair, Henry Gabriel, called the meeting of the HARC Commission to Order on November 24, 
 at 6:00 PM.  

ATTENDANCE / ROLL CALL
Members Present were:  Henry Gabriel, Paula Hagnauer, Kim King, Ron Laboray  and Eric Hill.  Also present were:  Laura Andrews (Assistant City Attorney), Jon Ferry (Economic Development Director) and Steve Willaredt (Zoning Administrator).  

Excused absence: Terry Pierce

 MINUTES / AGENDA
A motion to approve the Minutes from the previous meeting, October 27,  2009, and the Agenda for this meeting was made by Eric Hill and seconded by Ron Laboray.   Voice vote.   All ayes.   Motion carried by unanimous consent.  

COMMENTS
Henry Gabriel, Acting Chair, voiced no comments.

REVIEW
a).  Joseph Langley presented his proposed frontage rendering (Attachment A) for the Whistle Stop Gallery, located at 1938 / 40 State Street.  Mr. Langley stated there are no plans to change 1940, the left side of rendering, except to add the address number.

Discussion of 1938 State, the right side of the rendering, followed.  Mr. Langley stated he intends to scrape the paint off the glass blocks and anticipates the panels located beneath the glass blocks will be artist-inspired metal crafted work.   The Commission agreed the presentation of the rendering is very nice and will be a great improvement to the building.  However, there was concern the building needs windows.   The windows would allow the public to see what is inside and will create a more “walkable” environment.  Ron Laboray agreed with Mr. Langley that direct sunlight from windows may be detrimental to some forms of art causing it to fade over time.  Suggestions included a canopy or false windows like the old department stores had.  Henry asked how he proposed to advertise the gallery and was told his website will be used to get the artists there.  Paula agreed that would work for the artists, but what about the public.  Eric stated the false window with artificial light behind it would serve both issues (window visibility and light).  No further discussion.  

MOTION by Eric Hill to approve the rendering; however, to have (in the 9 panel gray areas) something similar to a display case,  perhaps 4 X 6, attached to the outside wall and illuminated.  Motion seconded by Paula Hagnauer.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

MOTION by Eric Hill and seconded by Kim King to approve the amended application as presented.
All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

Co-Chair, Henry Gabriel, made the recommendation to nominate Ron Laboray as Chairman of HARC.   Assistant City Attorney Laura Andrews asked Ron if he would accept if elected and Ron replied, yes.  No other nominations.  Voice vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

The new Chair was congratulated.  Paula thanked Henry for Chairing pro-tem in the past few months (applause to both gentlemen).

The Zoning Administrator reported Mr. Alan Walker approves of the idea to create a mural on the west outside wall to his law office.  Ron agreed to meet with him concerning a team of artists.

The Commission requested Mr. Ted Meeker (the Ralph Building) to attend the next scheduled meeting for review.

MOTION by Kim King and seconded by Eric Hill to not meet on December 22, 2009.  Voice vote.  All ayes.  The next scheduled HARC meeting will be Tuesday, January 26, 2010.

MOTION to adjourn by Paula Hagnauer and seconded by Eric Hill.  All ayes.
