The Granite City Board of Appeals met on Wednesday, December 1, 2010.  Acting Chair Debbie Smith called the meeting to Order at 7:00 PM.     

Members Present:  Debbie Smith, Evelyn Harris, Doug Conrad and newly appointed member Kitty Reither.   Also present were:  Alderman Jim Smith and Zoning Administrator, Steve Willaredt.     Absent: Kayleen Johnston, Kimberly Benda and excused absence Sam Akeman.

Comments/Swear In
The Petitioners were sworn in by the Acting Chair Debbie Smith,  She stated the Board of Appeals is a recommending body to the City Council and the Council will make the final determination(s) at the City Council meeting scheduled for December 21, 2010.    

MINUTES/AGENDA
A motion to approve this evening’s Agenda and the Minutes of the previous meeting was made by Douglas Conrad and seconded by Evelyn Harris.  Roll Call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent. 

PETITION (1)
Robert Pfeiffer introduced himself and stated his request for a setback variance and presented a rendering by his contractor, Bob Love Construction (Attachment A, available upon request) for a rear porch and patio (stand-alone) covering. 

The Zoning Administrator distributed 4 color photos of the property located at 2150 State Street
(Attachment B, available upon request).   Page two of the attachment shows the patio area to be covered.

Discussion followed.  The Acting Chair questioned if the wood covering would have guttering and was told by the Petitioner that he didn’t know if Mr. Love had taken that into consideration.  She then warned the water run-off cannot go onto the next property, that the water run-off  has
 to stay on his property.     

The Chair asked for questions or comments.  The Zoning Administrator questioned how far from porch will the structure be located and was told approximately 2 ft. from the last step.  Zoning Administrator, Steve Willaredt, stated these lots were designed long before the Zoning Ordinance established set-back requirements and that he has no objections to the request.   


MOTION by Douglas Conrad and seconded by Evelyn Harris to allow the 1 ft. setback variance, in the rear on the left side of property, for construction of a wood cover to existing patio.  Roll Call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.

Derek Mangiaracino introduced his petition request to allow a 12 x 15 (180 sq ft) barn-style   wood storage shed in the rear of his property, 3 ft. from the property line. 

The Zoning Administrator distributed 4 color photos of Derek’s property located at 2532 Westmoreland (Attachment C, available upon request).  Page 3 shows a large fenced back yard where the shed will be located in the rear.  The Petitioner stated he would like to have an in-ground pool and would like the shed for storage purposes.
 
MOTION by Douglas Conrad and seconded by Evelyn Harris to allow a wood storage shed on a concrete foundation, 3 ft. from the property line.   Roll Call vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried by unanimous consent.
