Chairman, John Janek, called the meeting of the Graphic Review Board to order on Thursday, December 5, 2013, at 6:00 PM.

PLEDGE, SWEAR-IN & COMMENTS
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and the Petitioner was sworn in (no one present in the audience).  Following the welcoming remarks, the Chair stated the Graphic Review Board is a recommending body to the City Council and the Council will make a final determination at 
their next meeting scheduled on December 17, 2013.      

ATTENDANCE
Members present: John Janek, Martha Burich and Andy Mathes.   Excused absences:  Sam Akeman and Sharon Ryan.   Also present was Steve Willaredt, Planning & Zoning Administrator.       

MINUTES & AGENDA
A motion to approve the Minutes from the previous meeting (September 5, 2013) and this evening’s Agenda was made by Andy Mathes and seconded by Martha Burich.    
Voice vote.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 

COUNCIL REPORT
Mr. Willaredt reported the approved draft of the Graphic Review Ordinance went to the City Council and was referred back to Committee.  The City Attorney, Brian Konzen, and the Assistant City Attorney, Laura Andrews, have had a meeting and the Ordinance is being re-written.  The new draft will likely be presented to the Graphic Review Committee after the first of the year.

Mr. Ross came forth and stated his petition request is for a new signage.  He distributed copies of two sign proposals:  The first, a BINGO sign to be constructed on the mansard area of the roof  at the Bingo Hall entrance (Attachment A, copy available upon request).  The second sign proposal  displayed a L.E.D. sign, mounted on a pole, depicting “Betty Boop, I LOVE BINGO” (Attachment B, copy available upon request).	

The Zoning Administrator  stated the Bingo sign (attachment A) has no bearing on the petition heard this evening, rather it is an illustration of the intent to replace the existing sign on the building.  

Mr. Willaredt read aloud the section of the City’s Sign Ordinance concerning pole signs and said, that according to the Ordinance, he could not issue a permit for the pole sign.  He reiterated:  (1). Pole Signs are not allowed,  (2). the proposal for the LED sign is larger than what is allowed by Ordinance and,  (3) it is in full blown rainbow color, not monochrome.

Discussion followed.   Mr. Ross showed the Board photos from his laptop depicting a wide variety
of full color, scroll and flashing pole and monument style signs as seen along Highway 162 near Troy, Illinois.

Mr. Ross stated the two existing signs will come down.  The proposed L.E.D. “scroll” sign will be designed to service the tenants of the Tri-Mor complex and will have landscaping at the base of the pole.  

Mr. Willaredt asked how big is the Tri-Mor property and Mr. Ross replied approximately 100,000 square foot total.  The Zoning Administrator advised the area could be clarified as a shopping center and an identification sign could be erected allowing more square footage for signage, but cannot exceed in height.

The Chair asked about the dimensions and the color scheme for the proposed L.E.D. sign and asked Mr. Ross to provide these details as well as actual square footage of the complex.

MOTION by Andy Mathes and seconded by Martha Burich to table the Petition request; and, ask  Mr. Ross to bring back specifics (i.e. land dimensions,  L.E.D. rainbow or monochrome color  and type of landscaping) for the pole sign; then present his proposal at the next scheduled meeting to be held on January 9, 2014. Voice vote.  All ayes.   Motion carried by unanimous consent.
