Alderman Jackstadt called the Economic Development Committee Meeting to order.

Jackstadt stated that tonight first on the agenda is a Resolution authorizing the Office of the Treasurer to compromise liens against 2919-21 W 20th Street. We discussed this at the last meeting; the owner would pay one half the liens in the amount $1,065.00 and as long as he would keep the property up and did not get any more fines on the property the deal would stand. If the property owner would get a fine on the property the contract with the City would be null and void.
