ALDERMAN JACKSTADT CALLED THE MEETING TO ORDER.

JACKSTADT STATED THAT FIRST WE WILL DISCUSS THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN IE GROUP (ARTHUR HARRIS) AND THE CITY OF GRANITE CITY, REGARDING THE REHABILITATION OF 2100 ADAMS ST. HOOKS TAVERN-ADAMS ST AND TURNED OVER TO THE MAYOR HAGNAUER FOR AN UP DATE.

MAYOR HAGNAUER STATED THAT WE HAD TO STOP THEM FROM WORKING ON THE BUILDING FOR OF LACK OF DOCUMENTS; THE ATTORNEYS HAVE DRAWN UP THE NECESSARY PAPER FOR HOOKS TAVERN-2100 ADAMS FOR THEM TO CONTINUE WORKING.

MOTION BY THOMPSON, SECOND BY SIMPSON TO ALLOW THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN IE GROUP AND THE CITY OF GRANITE CITY,  TO BE PUT ON THE AGENDA TONIGHT. MOTION CARRIED.

JACKSTADT STATED THAT NEXT WE HAVE SOMEONE ASKING FOR A WAIVER OF 2614 IOWA; LOOKS LIKE HE OWES $1,498.60 AND $241.67 IN SEWER AND LIENS. THE OWNER IS GIVING AWAY THE PROPERTY. THE NEW OWNER IS GOING TO PAY THE $3,900.00 IN BACK TAXES.

DISCUSSION BY THE COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR; STATING THAT THEY DON’T MIND FORGIVING THE LIENS; BUT IF THE NEW OWNER SELLS AND MAKES A PROFIT THE CITY WOULD LIKE 10%.

MOTION BY JACKSTADT, SECOND BY THOMPSON TO HAVE THE ATTORNEY DRAW UP THE PAPER WORK FOR THE WAIVER OF LIENS ON 2614 IOWA, AND STATE THAT IF THE NEW OWNER SELLS AND MAKES A PROFIT THAT THE CITY WOULD GET 10% OF THE PROFIT. MOTION CARRIED.

MAYOR STATED THAT HE GOT A PHONE CALL FROM THE OWNER OF 11 ACRES ON THE NORTH SIDE OF 22ND. ST.;  THEY WOULD LIKE TO GIVE THE PROPERTY TO THE CITY; HE WOULD CHECK IN THE METRO EAST PARKS ABOUT PART OF THE PROPERTY, THE OTHER SID OF THE PROPERTY HAS A WAREHOUSE THAT STILL HAS A SIX YEAR LEASE LEFT ON A LEASE. THE GROUND HAS BEEN CLEANED UP, SO IF WE ARE INTERESTED IN THAT PIECE OF LAND I’LL START LOOKING INTO IT.

DISCUSSION BY THE COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR ABOUT ACCEPTING THE 11 ACRES.

JACKSTADT STATED AT THE NEXT MEETING WE WILL BE DISCUSSING A POSSIBLE NAME CHANGE FOR THE INDUSTRIAL SEARCH COMMITTEE.
