Alderman Davis called the Wastewater Treatment Committee Minutes to order.

Owner stated that due to the medical bills he has no extra money to pay sewer bill at this time and without the permit he cannot pay for needed work to the home.

Discussion by the Mayor, Valle and Council about the property at 2109 Lee Ave.

Motion by Pickerell, second by Williams to allow the owner to get his permits and freeze the current sewer bill at $800.00. All Voted Yes. Motion Carried.

Valle stated that next is the property at 2014 Ohio; they owe on grass cutting liens and sewer bills.

Valle turned over to Mr. Tyler whom is wanting to purchase the property and rehab it.

Tyler stated that property is really distressed we would like the liens released. The owner owes back taxes property and I am going to pay the back taxes and the owner is going to walk away from the property.

Valle stated that the current sewer bill is $1722.00 and they also owe $1,200.00 in grass cutting liens. 

Discussion by Mayor, Valle and the Council about the property at 2014 Ohio.

Motion by Davis, second by Thompson to have the buyer pay $500.00 in earnest money; the owner would have to rehab the home then come back to the council to discuss the liens on the property. All Voted Yes. Motion Carried.
